Organisational Outline of Grand Prix Races.

1.
The Course.
· No set distance but preference is between 8 and 11 km (approx. 5 and 7 miles).

· “Interesting” terrain preferred!  Ideally with a significant part off-road.  Flat or undulating – not all hills if possible.

· Marking out and marshals are the responsibility of the organising club.

· Helpful on the day if a map of the course can be provided and displayed by the organising club.

· Drinks not usually supplied on the course but sometimes provided at the finish at the discretion of the organising club.
2.
Getting the UK Athletics permit.

· The organising club is responsible for obtaining the race permit.
· It is vital that the organising club applies for the permit as soon as is possible.  This will normally be as soon as YVAA and you have agreed a definite date for the race.  Without the permit number, the race cannot be run or advertised.
· All the papers you will need to do this are enclosed.  As soon as you have completed the appropriate forms, send them to the UK Athletics Permit Secretary.  Contact details are: Mike Moss, 4 Ashfield Road, Shipley, W. Yorkshire.  BD18 4JX;  email, “mikemoss@blueyonder.co.uk”.  We have an agreement that Mike will deal with all YVAA applications even when they are out of his normal area (West Yorkshire).  If you have any difficulty with the information required, I will do my best to help.
· Let Rob Kersey (01484 685789 or robkersey@toucansurf.com) know the permit number as soon as you receive it.

3.
Entries.

· All entries on the day at the current rate of £3.50.

· Entries to be taken by the organising club.  There will always be a YVAA committee member on hand at the entry point.

· Numbers are issued by YVAA to runners at their first race of the season and retained for subsequent races.  If a runner subsequently forgets to bring their number they will have to pay £1 for a newly written one (it will be useful to have a float of change available).  YVAA will bring the numbers, including blank bibs for the newly written numbers.
· All runners must wear the appropriate age category on the back of their shirt.  Failure to do so could result in the result being void.  Spare category bibs are available at registration.

· Apart from race 1, runners arriving with numbers will state their number and this should be marked off on an updated list provided by YVAA.
· Runners arriving for their first race of the series will need their individual details recording on paper, unless the YVAA results co-ordinator is present with the laptop. 

· Details to be recorded are: number issued, name, club, date of birth.

· Entry money to be passed to YVAA treasurer (Denise Ramsden) or a YVAA committee member at a convenient time following the closing of registration.  It would be helpful if the host club could secure the money and computer whilst the race is underway.

· Should the computer break down, YVAA will have a back-up label system available.

4.
Officials.

· Starter, timekeeper, time-recorder, numbers-recorder are all provided by the host club.  But, should assistance be required from YVAA, please give reasonable notice (a few days at least!).

· First aid cover should be provided by the host club when ever possible.  However, YVAA can assist should this be a problem and will pay towards St Johns Ambulance if required.

5.
Results.
· Sheets for recording finisher’s numbers will be provided by YVAA (pls see the website).  There will be space for 25 on each sheet and these will need to be taken, as they are filled, to the YVAA official operating the laptop.  The corresponding finishing times list should be taken also.  An occasional cross-check of times and numbers will help if there is any problem later.

· The organising club to provide a suitable area to display the results.

· Prize-winners to be worked out by YVAA officials.

· YVAA officials take the results away and provide the results printout.

6.
Prize Presentation.

· YVAA will provide the prizes including the spot prizes and YVAA officials will do the presentation.
· Spot prizes will now (from 2010) be given out at the finish to every 15th runner.  The organising club is responsible for handing them out as the runner finishes.
· If the organising club has to pay to hire the accommodation for the presentation, this will be reimbursed by YVAA.  Please note anything above £50 must be cleared with YVAA before committing to any cost.
7.
Food & Refreshments. (Not Essential –although appreciated)

· Don’t be too concerned about providing food and refreshments but, welcome as an extra and it does provide an opportunity to socialise whilst the results are being prepared.  Provided by the organising club.

· Consists of anything the organising club feel they can put on – usually a hot drinks, sandwiches, cakes or similar.

· YVAA can donate £75 maximum, towards the cost of providing food and refreshments.

8.
Next Year.
