YVAA 15 mile Championships
Hosted by Holmfirth Harriers
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Start of the Holmfirth 15

After a wet and windy Saturday the Holmfirth 15 got away with a relatively mild and fine day with a much decreased wind, only the last few runners getting caught in any heavy rain. Of the 170 finishers 66 qualified for the YVAA Championships and with neither Andrew Pierson of Longwood nor Ian Fisher of Otley making the start it was a very open race. In the end first home and first M40 was Stewart MacDonald of Bingley in 1:24:45. He was followed by Julian Mawson of Otley and David Thompson of Barnsley both M35’s. Only the first six finishers managed to break the 90 minutes barrier whereas in the past the top 30+ finishers were often faster than 90 minutes. I guess the reasons for this are probably complex; an ageing entry profile, fewer runners willing to do these tough low key events and a lack of runners at the ‘sharp end’ of races.

Other results worth a special mention are an excellent 9th, 1st M50 for Kevin Newman of Doncaster in 1:32:16 and 16th, 1st M55 for Mick Page also of Doncaster in 1:34:21. Don Stead 1st M70 in 2:06:01 was also an excellent result. For the ladies Bridget Coomber’s 1:41:11 for 1st F45 and Lesley Ewart’s 1:50:05 for 1st F55 were again excellent runs.
